FUN RUN - SATURDAY. MARCH 6. 2010

Welcome to Yuma!

This Fun Run is designed to show you some of the interesting sights around Yuma, allow you to show off your vehicles, and to
have fun! Please observe all traffic regulations and drive safely.

All Fun Run participants are welcome to join us at the Outback Steakhouse (328 E. 16" Street) for a special free breakfast.
Breakfast will be served from 7:30 am to 9:00 am.

This Fun Run will begin at the Outback Steakhouse at 328 E. 16" Street at 9:00 am and end as we direct you and your vehicle
into the back door at Midnight at the Oasis. The route is approximately 22 miles and will take about 60 minutes. You must
draw your first card at the Outback Steakhouse by 10:00 am and draw your last card at the last stop by 11:30 am. Only one
poker hand per car please.

GOOD LUCK AND HAVE FUN!!!

1. The Fun Run begins at 9:00 am the entrance to the Outback Steakhouse at 328 E. 16" Street. Be sure to draw your first
card here.

2. As you leave the Outback Steakhouse turn right (West) onto 16" Street and continue approximately .1 of a mile to the
stop light at 1% Avenue. Turn left (North) onto 1% Avenue and go approximately 1.6 miles to Giss Parkway. Turn right (East)
thru the roundabout and go approximately .5 of a mile and make a left onto Prison Hill Road, which is just past the Freeway
underpass. Continue up Prison Hill Road to the next Fun Run Station, located in the parking lot of the famous Yuma
Territorial Prison where you will draw your second card. This would be a great place to get out of your car and explore the
prison grounds.

Note: Please note the reference to this historic site in the “History of Yuma” flyer.

3. Return down Prison Hill Road and at the stop sign turn right (West) onto Giss Parkway and continue about .3 of a mile to
Main Street. Turn right (North) onto Main Street and drive (3) blocks to the stop sign at 1% Street. Turn left (West) onto 1%
Street and drive (2) blocks to Madison Avenue and turn right. Continue North to Fun Run Station at the “Locomotive” located
at the new Pivot Point Conference Center. Draw your third card here.
Note: The Pivot Point is located at the site of the original Fort Yuma referenced in the “History of Yuma” flyer. The
Locomotive is setting in line to the actual location of the original train route across the river.

4. Return to 1% Street and turn right (West) and continue approximately 1.8 miles to Avenue B. Turn left (South) on Avenue
B/Hwy 95 and drive approximately 8.1 miles to the Cocopah Casino where you will turn left into the parking lot. Follow the
driveway to the front entrance. Please park at the Front Entrance, get out of your car and enter the Lobby to the Fun Run
Station to draw your fourth card.

5. Turn around and return north on Hwy 95 for 4.3 miles to 32" Street where you will turn right (East). Continue East on
32" Street and travel .6 mile where you will turn right (South) onto 15™ Avenue into the Dunes Subdivision. Go to the end of
15™ Avenue and turn left onto 34" Street. At the end of 34" Street you will draw your fifth card and turn in your poker
hand.

From here you will be directed into the back door of Midnight at the Oasis. Enjoy the rest of your day.
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
